The CA certified financial statements of last three years 
must be provided. 

 
3. The bidder should have a successful track record, and should have at least one

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PREPARATION OF BIDS 

1) Bidder should take into account any corrigendum published on the tender document 
before submitting their bids.  

2) Please go through the tender advertisement and the tender document carefully to 
understand the documents required to be submitted as part of the bid. Please note the 
number of covers in which the bid documents have to be submitted, the number of 
documents - including the names and content of each of the document that need to be 
submitted. Any deviations from these may lead to rejection of the bid.

Under no circumstance parents andtheir children or other close relations 
who have business relationship with one another [i.e., when one or more 
partner(s)/director(s) are common] be allowed to tender for the same contract as 
separate competitors. A breach of this condition will render the tenders of both parties 
liable to be rejected. 

2) Price Bid: The quoted rates shall remain firm throughout the tenure of the contract and 
no revision is permissible for any reason. The bid value once finalized will not be 
changed at any level. NICPR will provide DSIR and GST exemption certificate. The final 
value of the price bid needs to be quoted in Indian Rupees onlyfor calculation of lowest 
bidder.Additional 6th -10th year CMC cost may be quoted in a separate document as .pdf 
format and upload the same along with the price bid. The Financial 
Proposal/Commercial bid should contain the following:

3) No advance payment will be given at any level. Payment will be made only after receipt 
of satisfactory completion, testing, commissioning and running of the Biobank certified 
by the user and Director NICPR NOIDA.  

4) The work order will be issued only in the name of tenderer/bidder. 

5) The tender should clearly mention whether they are the manufacturers or authorized

11) The bidder should procure Energy Efficient Electrical Appliances as notified by 
Department of Expenditure and shall ensure that they carry the notified threshold or 
higher Star Rating of Bureau of Energy Efficiency (BEE) where applicable. Baseline 
annual electricity consumption for the Biobank facility should be provided.

21) Rates: Rates quoted for Supply, Installation, Commissioning &Testing  of Bio Bank 
Facility as turnkey project in NICPR, Noida Campus in INR only, with break up as per 
details given in BoQ.  

22) Validity (Both Foreign & Indigenous): The validity period of the bid should be clearly 
specified. It should be at least for 90 days from the closing date of bid.
